Thank you for booking your sailing cruise with the Green Wyvern Yachting Club.

Cruise Information – Drop off and collection places and times:

Week 1 (Saturday 20th – Saturday 27th July) 

Week 1 starts at Cantley, near Norwich. The cruise ends at Hoveton/Wroxham, Norfolk. 

Week 2 (Saturday 27th July –  Saturday 3rd August)  
Week 2 starts at Hoveton, Wroxham, Norfolk. The cruise ends at Acle Bridge, Norfolk. 
Week 3 (Saturday 3rd –  Saturday 10th August)  
Week 2 starts at Acle Bridge, Norfolk.  The cruise ends at Stalham, Norfolk. 
Week 4 (Saturday10th – Friday 16th August)  
Week 4 starts at Stalham, Norfolk. The cruise ends at Somerleyton, Nr Lowestoft, Suffolk. 
All crews are asked to arrive between 4.00 and 5.00 pm on the Saturday afternoon.

For weeks 1, 2 and 3 - all crews should be collected between 10.00 and 11.00 am on the Saturday morning.

For week 4, all crews should be collected between 4.00 and 6.00pm on the Friday evening. Please note that the slightly earlier finish to week 4, due to the need to prepare our boats for the GWYC’s annual ‘Round the Island’ Yacht Race which starts early on the morning of Saturday the 18th August. This event does not reduce the amount of sailing time for crew members in week 4.

Any adult members of the GWYC who wish to stay on for the race should contact individual boat owners to check availability of accommodation for the race.
Travel Information
Railways

If you are travelling by rail, catch a train to Norwich, where you can change to local trains for the following change over points: 
Cantley - 5 minutes walk, 
Hoveton/Wroxham – 10 minutes walk, and 

Acle Bridge – 30 minutes walk,
Somerleyton – 15 minutes walk from the station to the boats.
There is no railway station at Stalham. The simplest way to get there is by car. The nearest railway Station is Hoveton/Wroxham. If you need any help with transport to or from Stalham, please get in touch with me.

Travelling by Road
The main routes into Norfolk and Suffolk are the A47 from the Midlands and the North, M11 and A11 from London and also the A12 to the Somerleyton area.

1. Cantley 

The boats will be moored on the quay by the River Yare at The Reedcutter Inn, Station Road, Cantley, Norfolk, NR13 3SH. Cantley is approximately midway between Norwich and Great Yarmouth off the A47. Leave the A47, turning right onto the B1140. There is a large white house on the corner to look out for. After joining the B1140, after about 200 yards, there is a sharp turn to the left, signposted to Cantley. 

The Reedcutter Inn number is 01493 701 099.
Parking, if required, is free for the week at the pub but please let the pub know that you are leaving a car. 

Bed and Breakfast is available at the Reedcutter.

2. Hoveton/Wroxham 

The boats will be moored on the Public Moorings on the Hoveton side of the River Bure, between the King’s Head Hotel and The Broads Authority Information Centre, Station Road, Hoveton, NR12 8UR Telephone 01603 756 097.

Wroxham and Hoveton are on the A1151 leading Northeast from Norwich.

Drive into Wroxham and go over the bridge to Hoveton and then turn left into Station Road. Continue past the King’s Head Hotel and then, after about 100yds, turn left into a free car park near to where the boats will be moored.

3. Acle Bridge 

The boats will be moored on the quay by the River Bure, just up stream of Horizon Craft Boat Yard at Acle Bridge. The post code for Horizon craft is NR13 3AS and their number is 01493 750 283.
If coming from the Norwich direction, take the A47 signposted to Acle and then the A1064 to Acle Bridge. Please note the entrance to Horizon Craft is on the left, immediately before Acle Bridge opposite The Bridge Inn.

Parking, if required, is £9.50 for the week at Horizon Craft but please let them know at Reception you are leaving a car. Please note that the car park is locked at night but they will give you the combination code for the lock on request.

4.  Stalham

The boats will be moored on the public staithe just opposite the Museum of the Broads. If coming by car from Norwich, take A1151 leading north east, through Wroxham/Hoveton. Join the A149 and proceed to Stalham. In Stalham, look out for the brown Tourist signs to Stalham Staithe and Museum of the Broads. Their address is Stalham Staithe NR12 9DA. Tempoary parking to load/unload is available at the staithe. If long term carparking is required, then use the field opposite Moonfleet Marine, which is near the staithe. Follow the sign ‘Dayboat parking’. This is free of charge.
5. Somerleyton

At Somerleyton the boats will be on the Broads Authority 24 hour moorings on the River Waveney, which are down the lane next to the Dukes Head pub, Slug’s lane, Somerleyton, Lowestoft, Suffolk, NR32 5QR. Telephone 01502 730 281.   
Somerleyton is north west of Lowestoft, just off the B1074., which runs between Lowestoft and St Olaves. 

Free parking is available at the Somerleyton Marina or the Dukes Head Pub but please ask first if leaving your car overnight.
